World Vision’s mission is to improve the lives of children and keeping children safe lies at the heart of this. Children
in Lao PDR are at risk of being trafficked to neighbouring countries to work in inhumane conditions. .
The following summarises our main activities in this area in 2012:

‘\" 9 Developed and delivered a series

of training courses on child rights,

child protection, sex abuse and child
suicide. This education series was provided to teachers,
community members, private tourism operators and
government counterparts. The main focus was on
making participants aware of the many threats facing
children in Lao PDR and giving them tools to keep
children safe.
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Established a number of children’s
m groups that focused on educating

children about their rights and on
protection issues in an environment where they felt
safe. The groups mixed play with serious topics to
ensure children were aware of the threats to them in
their local area and how they could avoid them. The
groups also encouraged children to have a voice and to
participate in decisions that affect their lives.
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Assisted 76 victims of trafficking

to return to \villages in three

provinces (Champasak, Salavan and
Savannkhet). World Vision liaised with  local
authorities to arrange the safe return of these victims
to their village. Once there, World Vision provided
counselling and skills training to support their
reintegration so they can build a sustainable future in
their local area. These reintegration services were
provided to an additional |0 trafficking victims in the

Savannkhet region.
@(@» at-risk communities to raise
awareness of the issue of human
trafficking. A key part of this work was to ask
communities to identify child protection issues and
World Vision has included ways to address these
issues in our work plans. In addition, World Vision
organised a National Youth Forum to bring together
young people and policy makers to discuss child
protection. This enabled young people to raise their
own concerns and recommendations regarding
issues that affect them and their communities.
